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Dear friends and prayer partners!
It is a shame but I can’t seem to be getting into the habit of writing more frequent updates - ...I am sorry to have you waiting on an official update for so long.  Most all of you might already have heard how our family left Conakry for Dakar following a time of civil unrest there in Guinea, and I want to take a few lines to bring you up to speed on what God has been doing in our lives since we moved to Senegal in June 2010.
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Before moving to Dakar Damaris and the girls stayed at the NTM Guesthouse in Dakar for five months while Sascha travelled to Conakry every month to continue serving as NTM representative and supply buyer for our colleagues in the Guinean interior. During that time we continued to search for God’s guidance, and it was neat to see Him answer our prayers His way.  Once ready to take another step of faith to move to and minister with NTM in Dakar, our gracious Lord started to confirm this road for us.  We found an apartment only a few walking minutes away from the NTM office in Dakar - ...with a guestroom!  
A typical thing to find in our area of town is so called ‚balloon houses‘.  They are said to have been built before WW-II.
Our neighbours are raising rabbits and sheep on the roofs around us; the Vet (Damaris) doesn’t really approve of the poor things to be under the blazing sun all day long – Africa...
. Since 2011 Sascha does no longer have to travel to Conakry every month.  He’s now benn trained to do the bookkeeping for our personnel in all of NTM West-Africa; in the past NTM maintained a bookkeeper in the individual countries we are serving. Sascha appreciates your prayers to be found a good and faithful servant in his new ministry.
Damaris has taken French lessons 3 times a week to improve her French and to reach the mission set standard of fluency in her speech.  A decent French will enable both of us to better become part of our local church and be a blessing to our brothers and sisters there.  At the same time especially Damaris realizes that it would be a huge advantage to know some Wolof (a widely spread indigenous language of Senegal) as she continues to reach out to neighboring women and she realizes that further Wolof language learning is needed. Our relationships with neighbors, native brothers and sisters in our local church, missionary colleagues and the expat community of Dakar are growing, and we praise God for that! 
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A certain highlight and a welcome distraction from the busyness of live in Dakar is a visit to a young church in a village approx. 2 hours outside the capital.  It is neat to see the believers meet in a very simple building worshipping the Lord in the Serrer language (sermon is translated into French).  A few individuals from our church are related to some of the believers out there which gives us a chance to visit this church plant several times a year.  Of course, once there, they’d always expect the visitors to speak, sing a song, and/or be involved with the kidsclub.
Rainy season in Dakar is not what we have been used to from Conakry.  We had all but a few decent rains in all of August when we really expected a lot more.  Unfortunately the electric power cuts increased a lot since rainy season started.
Therefore people are not very happy if the largest Statue of the world (yes bigger than the Statue of Liberty) is illuminated and the huge parts of Dakar are in the dark. In our part of town power cuts are bearable (most of the time not more than 6 hours), but we are happy to have a small battery system so that we don’t have to live with candles all the time. That reminds me of Psalm 119:105. Here the Psalmist talks about the light for the foot. Somebody once said that this light might illuminate your next step only and not the whole path you are walking down.
That is how God’s word has seemed to work for us. It shows us the next step but the far future we do not need to know. You can pray with us that we will continue to be aware of our Lord in all our circumstances of life and that we will put all our trust in Him in the daily challenges of our walk and ministry. - He never changes!
